Claudio is a tiny woman in her 
mid 30's with an extraordinary 
vision from God. She has felt 
compelled to minister in a slum 
high up in the hills of Bogata. 
 
She is responsible for 70+ 
children whom she teaches and 
feeds .  She can't begin to teach 
until she has fed them.  For most 
of them this is the only meal  
they will eat all day. Many of the 
kids are mal-nourished when they 
come to her are consequently  
much smaller in size than kids of 
similar age in Canada.  Hormone  
therapy would help in many of 
these cases but the government 
will not help in the funding of this 
treatment.  We must find a 
way!  
 
Claudio  has a vision and
 passion to grow  this significant  
minstry by building another 
structure on her property.  This 
would involve an outlay of 
approximately $35000.00 CAD .

She is allowed freedom  once a 
week to come and go.  In fact, 
with such an arrangement she is 
happy to be there...sound 
strange?  It get's more so.  She is 
the wife of the Regional 
Director for Latin America & 
Caribbean. The clues were too 
easy.. My wife Colleen loves to 
visit the Women's Prison in 
Panama City.   Why does she go 
every week?  The nations of the  
world are represented  in this 
prison. It is a hurting and difficult 
place.  If Colleen and the group of  
women who minister there didn't 
bring them shampoo and soap 
and toilet paper every 
month ...they wouldn't have it.  
Last week in chapel she prayed 
with a young Colombian women 
.  Her husband is also prison  in 
prison in a different country. 
There is no hope of either of 
them being released. This leaves 
their 7 year old daughter to be 
cared for by only her 
grandparents.  This is very heart  
wrenching.
 
Colleen says the Lord has told her 
to be a Mom  to these women 
and love, hug them, & give 
them God's Word .

Bella Flora

Transformed  
 Across town by taxi and 
bus we arrive at one of 
the largest slums in all of  
South America.  
Ironically, it's name is 
Bella Flora  which means  
"beautiful flowers" . This would be nice except there 
are no flowers and only small tufts of grass in mile 
after square mile of shacks.  Many of these families 
can trace their heritage back over 200 years---all in 
this slum.  Enter Elsie and  Flaury , single young 
women, who are giving their lives to this slum.  
Together with their degrees in Civil Engineering and 
Education they have ministered here for over 7 years 
to victims of abuse, rape, and incest.  Elsie & Flaury 
provide education, food, and clothing and medical help.   
Those impacted by this ministry are beginning to 
dream and to hope  which up till now has been a very 
foreign concept.  Two young women in God's strength, 
wisdom and anointing are seeing  change!  In 2009 
they will see their first two students  go off to 
university!

Taking a taxi to the centre of town you meet Marion  Bolton . (far 
right)   She is a young lady in her early 80's who is making a 
difference in the lives of young people in the heart of Bogata.  Marion 
has a desire to see young people enjoy family dynamics  with a 
strong spiritual dimenison .  A home has been purchased  in 
which the young people live and learn.  Marion took these children 
out of dire straits and has placed them in a secure environment. 
They are sharp, bright kids who are learning to dream of what their 
future could be.  The young  man  in the picture wants to take 
Economics  and Commerce  and work in the business sector .  
Considering his backround this is no small dream . 
We were able to spend several days with the young people and 
Marion.  We enjoyed taking them to a local fair-day where we were 
able to treat them to a day of ice cream & kite flying-- a 
Colombian Tradition!
